Spaying & Neutering 
Before 5 Months of Age! 

  

For decades now the issue of 
pediatric or early spaying or 
neutering has been of great 
debate.  It is laden with 
information and 
misconceptions that with 
further research and 
compliance we hope to dispel 
in the near future.  Along with 
thousands of other 
Veterinarians, we at 
Mississippi Spay & Neuter and 
the Big Fix Clinic promote 
spaying and neutering before 
your pet is 5 months of age. 

For the following reasons and 
benefits, we suggest you 
make an appointment for your 
cat or dog to be spayed or 
neutered before they turn 5 
months: 

1. The surgery is much 
less stressful on 
younger pets; so your 
pet should be back to 
their normal 
personality soon after 
surgery. 

2. The surgery is done 
much quicker; less 
stressful on your pet 
and the surgeon. 

3. Pets are usually 
awake and walking 
around within an hour 

after surgery. 

4. Younger pets more 
likely to have a 
speedy recovery. 

Remember, delaying the 
spaying or neutering of your 
pet is often responsible for the 
production of accidental litters 
that end up in shelters.

to afford to have them 
fixed by a private 
veterinarian. All of the 
kittens found homes, 
except for two. By the 
second litter, Ms. 
Cook learned about 
Mississippi Spay and 

Neuter’s (MS SPAN) low-cost spay and neuter clinic. 
 

Kitty was nursing her one week old kittens when MS SPAN received Ms. Cook’s 
call. Because our veterinarian cannot spay mother cats until two weeks after the 
kittens have been weaned, Ms. Cook learned that she would have to wait at least 
nine weeks to have Kitty fixed. 
 

Since it was difficult for Ms. Cook to visit the clinic, she decided to wait until she 
could have both of her cats fixed at the same time. Concern for Spike’s welfare 
and the risk of him impregnating other cats led our community outreach 
coordinator to offer to transport him from Ms. Cook’s home to and from our clinic 
at no extra charge. Spike has recovered, and MS SPAN is working with Ms. Cook 
to have Kitty and her kittens fixed.”  
 
Ms. Cook chose Mississippi Spay and Neuter’s Big Fix Clinic because she heard 
that MS SPAN, “help people that cannot afford to have their animals fixed.” 
When asked why spaying and neutering is important to her, Ms. Cook responded, 
“because too many kittens are born that cannot be taken care of.”   
 

Thanks to our services, Spike, Kitty, and their offspring will not produce any more 
unwanted litters of kittens.
